- Oxidation Ditch improvements including surface aerator and mixer replacement and 14 
miscellaneous concrete rehabilitation.   15 

- Construction of a new Clarifier Split Structure and clarifier along with the rehabilitation of 16 
the two existing clarifiers.   17 

- Expansion of the existing Administration Building to enclose the existing UV disinfection 18 
channel, and construction of a new UV disinfection channel with equipment, and new 19 
dedicated laboratory facilities.   20 

- Aerobic Digester aeration equipment improvements and miscellaneous concrete 21 
rehabilitation.

- New RAS and WAS control vault and improvements to the existing RAS Pump Station. 23

Engineering, Inc. will be present to describe the project and answer questions.  A tour of the work 39 
area will be provided.  The pre-bid meeting will have a formal sign-in process, which will become 40 
the official record of attendance for the purposes of determining eligible bidders.  Attendance at 41 
this meeting is mandatory for any contractor to submit a bid as a prime.  In the event a bidder 42 
tenders a bid but did not attend the pre-bid meeting, the bid will be returned unopened.  The list of 43 
eligible bidders will be included in the Addenda issued for the project.   44
